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Independence – Finding Sources of Strength

Independence is a key tool in the work we do. Independence can sometimes appear to be a vague or indefinable notion but it needs to be real and practically understood if high quality advocacy is to be delivered in the long term. 
So, ask yourself the following questions and see if you are confident in your answers to them:

· How do we inspire trust from those we seek to support?

· How do we ensure that the young person’s voice is heard in decisions?

· How do we maintain our right to challenge for change?

· Who decides who can access our service?

This workshop will help you to identify the factors that support you and your organisation to be a strong and independent pressence in decision making processes. 

Looking at issues of structure, operation, psychology and finance you will have the opportunity to explore what independence means for you and those you support. This session will also introduce some key concepts of independence from Action for Advocay’s Quality Performance Mark (QPM).
